Tony Torre Sr. established the Tony
Torre Orchestra in New York City in
1940. He led his orchestra and played
drums with Glenn Miller, brother
Herb Miller, Bunny Berigan,

Jan Savitt, Tony Pastor, Louis Prima,
and The Jimmy Dorsey Orchestra.

Tony Sr. moved to Columbia, S.C. in
1945 from the Big Apple-and quickly
became one of the most sought after
dance bands in S.C.
